the Pietzel children and others.,

The interview, Mr. Graham said, was of
Holines's seeking., e made a persona.l re-
quest for a hearing and he was accommo-
da.ted He was aceompamed by his legal
advisér, not so much bécause he Wa.nted 4o
be, but because Mr. Graham would not talk
to him unless his attornny was with hlm.

“ Holmes,” sald the District Attorney, -
‘““ knows just as mueh of what we know as

we do that is to say, he gets all the newe-
papers and he keeps posted, and all. we did
this affernoon was to go over his old story
again, bringing it down to date.. It was the
' dameé fhing over again, ana although we
. questioned him closely, we did not bring out
anything new.” .

It {s.strongly, intlma.ted that Holmes went
more into detajl than the Commonwealth’s
officers deem it advisable fo admit. Among
other..things, it.is alleged that he gave
information about the Williams. sisters,
whom he is suSpected of having murdered
and that this informgtion, should it proye
to be correct, will -83lve the mystery that
at present seems to surround them. Just
how, there {s no certaln. way of knowing,
but there are strong indications that new

Howard, or Mrs. Holmes was also
presént at the. interview, . and ‘she . mani-
fested a _degree of composure . Which was
surprising.. She did not.have véry much to
say, but she corroborated several of the
statements made by her husband.

“When asked what side she.would take in
the ¢ontroversy, it was answered thaf she
would tell a plain. story, and that it would
be. favorable to her huspand, They were
married in December, 1893.
