The Court declined to accede to the request, Mr,
PratT resumed his opening for thue delence. He
aszed the jury to be patient, and not (o form a juag.

'Lhe detence
wottld prove that the wounds on Mrg, HILL'S head
could not have been inflicted with a pukor; that
JoseEPH GILBERT was not (o be beileved; and, fur-
ther, that the Comnonwcalth was nnis.aken when it
asserted that no one was in the house excent the
- prisoner; that Mrs. HiLn frequently guid that the
house wag for her childreun; and, further, that the
prisoner was not pecuniarily embarrassed.

At 11 A. M. Mp. Prarr concluded for the defence,
He stated that as it was the darkest hour just befuere
the dawn,roit 18 now the darkest hour for the prisou.
er at tbe bar. ‘LI'he clouds that have been lowermg
over his head since this protracted trial began are
about to he dissipated by the sunshine ol truih.
The Commounwealth have endeavored to estabiish
certain points as links m the chain of circumstan-
~ tial evidence going to show the guiit ot the ptisoner,

First—"That Mre, HiLL was murdered,

Second—That the decd was done by the poker,

Third—The blood upon defendsnt’s clothing.

Fourth~The missing money.

Fifth—Yhe conspiracy (0 get and keep the house
at Tenth aud Pine.

Sizth—"The evidence of Mr. Jos, Gilhort,

Seventh—The distress of delendani.,

Eighth—statement that thepr: was no ollier p rson
{n the house.

As to (he first, we canno! deny tbe terrible fact
that Mrs. HiLL was murdered.

As8 to the sceond, we will be prepared to show that
guch wounds aa were found upon the sealp aud skull
of detendant could not be produced by such an -
striment as the poker.

Third—3¥¢ will be able to show by persons entiiled
to credit, by experts of exverience, and by other
testimony, that the blood upon the defenaant’s
ciething could have been got therv after the body
was tound in the yard.

Fourth—-Wo will establish the fact that, notwithe.
standing the vigilance of a skilled detestive-poiica
force, and tie carnest apd unceasing ceffosts of tha
officcrs of the law, pot ono dollar or one penny of the
missing monoy has boeu traced Lo the delendani's
poesessiol,

As 10 the fifth point of the Commonwealth's cuse,
we hiave lestimony not to ve disputed that the house
at Tenth and Pine stree 8 was purcbased and given
caMiLia BE. TwitcHrLL, wite of the prisoner, and
thai since the puichinse the deccased lhas been con.
stantly giving to her daugnter turniture, and that all
the furniture in the house, exe~pt the piano, was
the property of defendant’s wite, purcuased su het
nsme,

Sizth—As to the evidence of JOSEPH GILBERT, e
will snuw that no rellance whatever is to bo placed
upon it. We will show froin wiltnesees of the high.
est respectabllity and credit, thay JozEPit GILBERT'3
characier for wruth is not to bo depended on.

Neventh—It is our purpose 1o show (hat defendgnt’s
credit in the commumty was good, ana he could
lave roised any reasonable amount of moncey if Lis
necessifics rcquired it,

The Commounwealth bave laid much stress upon
their statement that there were no other persons in
the house but the prisoner and his wite, We con-
tent ourselves now by stadnyg in all sincerity wnat
there were other persons tbore.

We ask you 10 bear with us, gentlemen of the jury,
until the conclusion of our easu ; until you hear all
that we have to offer.  Suspend your judgmentunti
the concluston of the cace; snd then, it we estabiish
a reasunable doubt ot b2 prisoner’s guilt, we shail
claim that you cannot withhold from the prigoner at
the ber the full benefit of 1it, We ssk simply tbe
justice fo which the detendunt is entitled, and whicly
gV Of you may gt goine tinte, under thoe foree of ¢iy-
cumstanees, be competied 10 48K trvin a jary ol your
pueea.
