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TWITCHLELL AND EATON.
Funeral of George S, Twitchell, Jr., in
Fhiladelphin—An Awhward Mistake—

Further Statements Made by Efim
Eeapecting the Yurder,

| From the Phadelphin  Evening  Telegraph,
April 10,

On  Thursday evening the remains of

Gronrat 8. TWITCHELL, Jr,, were removed from
thoe eell in which he had sought refuge from the
scatfold by taking his own life; but, by an unae-
countable mstake, they wero conveyed to tho
lato residence of GErRALD KatonN, near the
prison, on Tenth-street, below  Washington-
avenue. When the ecass in which they wers
inclosed was there opened, an exciting scene

transpired on ascerfaining that the hlunder had
bheen committed. The remains were Iimmediately
removed to tho residenee of Mrs. MOORE, No,
1,030 South Tourth-street, to be prepared for
burial. The clder T'wITCHELL married i sister of
this lady when his son was ahout two years old
and it is said that the uphappy man entertained
for this step-nunt a kindlier feeling than for any
of his other relatives. Daring his imprisonment
glie wag constant in her attentions to him, visit.
ing him vory frequently in his cell, and having
condited to her ear by hiw all his hopes and fears
and thoughts,

The body was very eolaborately prepared for
the final rites. It was clothed o pure whito
shrowd, and eneased in an elegant cottin covered
with black cloth and ornamented with silver
mountings. Rich otferings of flowers had been
made by hia friends, and thess wers profusely
atrewn around and over the remains, imparting
to them 2 look but lftle in keeping with the ter-
rible seene of his deatly, on which no human eye
hadad rested

The funeral ceremonies commenced at 930
o'clock this morning, Rev. GEORGE BRINGHURST,
whose name is now familiar throughout the conn-
try as the spiritual adviser of tho deeceased, con-
dueting the religiows services, both ut the honse
and at the burial ground, according to the rites
of the Protestant Episcopal Church. The oniy
persons present were the father and brother of
TwITCHELL, and a few of his near relatives, Mrs,
TwiTCIELL wasnot among the number. The most
studied arrangements had been made to have
the affair conduected with the utmost secrecy
and privacy. Butinag vite of this, the people in
the ncighborhood had learned of the contem-
plated funeral and an immense crowd had
rathered ubuuﬁ the house. A large force of
olice were present, however, and by thelr as-
gistance the eager and curious crowd wus kept

hay.
m’l‘ﬁg remains were taken for interment to the
Union Burial Ground, at Sixth-street and Wash-
ington-avenue. The authoritics would not con-
sent to have the coflin placed in the receiv-
ing wvault, so that it was necessary to inter
the remains immediately aftor their ar-
rival. All the way from the house to
the place of burial a large throng
of people lined the street and followed
tho remains to the burlal ground, one or two
squares from tho house, TWITCHELL'S faithful
friend, McCuLLY, did not reach the house until
aftor the funeral cortége had started. Informed
of this fact, he made all hasto to cateh up with
it, but in vain. Arriving at the burial ground
the procession entered, and the gates wore at
once guarded by the Toliee, to keep out the in-
truding crowd. Inafew minutoes the whole af-
fair was over, and the remains of GEORGE 8.
'WITCHELL, Jr., disappeared from the world.

TwWITCHELL'S CONVERBATIONS WITH MRS. MOORE.

Ag stated above, Mrs, MOORE was frequently
in the cell of TWITCHELL during his lmprison-
ment, and he opencd his mind - freely to her.
Only a day or two provious to the ‘suwule the
wretched man _renmrlu;d to he’r: “ 1t is hard
that I have to die for this thing.’

Mrs. MoORE then inquired of the prisonor:
“Jlow cal you iu}cbcnilllt for the blood that was

to her the circumstances of the murdoer, in keep-
ine with his so-called confession. He told her
how he was aroused by his wife calling to him,

gome facts which have not herctofore
been made public. It appears that the win-
dow of the dining-room, m which the murder
was committed, is not far above the pavement in
the gide yard. TwrItciELL asscried to DMrs.
MooRE that ho grasped the body of the mur-
dored woman by glc head and shoulders, while
his wife took hold of her feet. They thon bore
the body to the window and rested it on the sill,
in which position it was held hfr TWITCHELL,
while his wife ran down stairs and out into the
yard, immedintely under the window. Whenshe
reached this position, TwitcHELL quiotly lowered
the body into the arms of his wife, by whom it
was laid at length upon the pavemeoent. 1In this
way he accounted for the circumstance that the
body, when found, was not thrown together, a8
1t might havo been if hurled violently from the
window, but laid out In a straightened condition.
TwITCHELL concluded hig narration by saylng
that he supposed that the blood came upon his
clothes by his having had hold of the murdered
woman in the manner described by him.

Mrs. MOORE then inguired of him: * What be-
camo of CAMILLA’S clothing? How was it that
it was not bloody as yours ¥’

To this he responded : ¢ That clothing was car-
ried off.”

Mrs. Moorr states that the last visit
paid te TwircHELL by his wifo was ol
the evening of Friday, two weeks &g0
{)usterday. On this oceasion the hus-

and said to the wife: * CAMILLA, some light
must be thrown upon this murder!” Bhe then
expressod a dread of having any roporters
present at tho execution, and after that paid no
further visits to the condemned man.

The funeral of GERALD EATON was attended
with o little more pomp and ccromony.
Dense erowds surrounded his formor dwell-
ing, the dwolling now of his wife, and

{tho greatest excitement, though partially
suppressed, prevanled. Not only  the im
mediate vieinity of the house was thronged, hut
Tenth-streat for g square southward from Wish-
ington-avenue. When the body was removed,
at. 9 o'cloek last evening from tho under-
taking establishment to tho Iate residence
of EaToN, a perfeet jam of people were at
tho latter place awaiting its arrival, During the
cvening a ¢ wake” was celebrated over the re-
mains by the friends and relatives of IZATON,
They who were not privileged to enter the honsoe
and participato crowded around the door and lis-
tencd oagerly to the noise within, Early this
morning the same crowds were presont, though
probably not in as great strength,

About 10:30 o’clock the hearse arrived, and
shortly afterward the coflin was romuoved from
the house and placed upon it. The coflin was a
neat and handaome one, covered with black
cloth, and bearing upon the lid the name of the
person whose dead body it inelosed, a3 well as n
faree sitver eross,  Some tifteen eqptriages for the
mourners moved up into Hne, and were speedily
titled. The cortege then moved off down Tenth-
street toward the Chareh of the Annuneiation,
some three or four squares away, Largo multi-
tudes followed the bhody to tho chureh, the gide-
walka presenting the appearance of o moving
flood of people.

The chureh reached, the body was carried in
and placed in the aisle. The solemn nmiss
of requiom  was  then cetebrated by Rev,
Father MeAxayy, amd  aflerward an  ahso-
Iution of the hody was given, The bady wis
then agnin brought out, replaced in the bearse,
amd conveyved for burial to  the Cathedrai
Cemetery, and there deposited inoa vault, The
majority of the erowd whieh had borne the re-
natins company to the ehureh did not continue
their attendance on it as tar as (e cometery.

FATON'S wite appears very much broken down
